The secondary seat stop is designed to assist in providing an additional margin of safety by limiting the aft
travel of the seat in the event the primary latch pin is not properly engaged in the seat rail/track. In certain
instances, seat slippage could result in some pilots not being able to reach all the controls and/or subsequently

losing control of the airplane.

COMPLIANCE

Mandatory: Pilot seat secondary stop installation shall be accomplished within the next 400 hours of operation

or 24 months, whichever occurs first.

Recommended: Copilot seat secondary stop installation should be accomplished within the next 400 hours

of operation or 24 months, whichever occurs first.

NOTE: This Service Bulletin supersedes Service Bulletin SEB89-2: Pilot Seat Secondary Stop Installation (all

revisions).

Compliance with Revision 1 is not required if in compliance with the Original Issue.
